FAQ

How can | get married on the beach?

If you would like to get married on the beach with only a withess and officiant,
you do not need a permit. However, couples planning to bring chairs or
additional guests must contact the City of Fernandina ( for a permit. Also contact
the Nassau County Clerk of Courts (www.nassauclerk.com) to make sure you
have a legal marriage license for the State of Florida.

What do | need to know about Florida Marriage Licenses and the Nassau
County Clerk of Courts?

The Nassau County Clerk of Courts is open 8:30 a.m. thru 5 p.m, Monday
through Friday. However, couples must arrive no later than 4:30 p.m. (and no
later than 4 p.m. if paying with credit card) in order to get the marriage license
that day. The Clerk of Courts is located at 76347 Veteran's Way in Yulee, Florida
32097. They are also available at (800) 958-3496 and www.nassauclerk.com.

Make sure to bring your driver’s license and social security number when
obtaining your marriage license. The process typically takes no longer than 30
minutes and your license will be issued immediately.

Out of state residents and Florida residents who have taken a state-sanctioned
marriage preparation course (in the past year) have no waiting period. However,
Florida residents who have not taken a sanctioned preparation course have a
three-day waiting period before the license is valid.

Once the license is valid, it can be used for 60 days. Make sure to return the
license to the court within 10 days from your ceremony.

The Deputy clerk can perform civil ceremonies in the office for a $30 fee. The
clerk of courts needs 24-hours advance notice (and the three-day waiting period
if applicable).

Make sure to visit www.nassauclerk.com to find out if you need any additional
information when applying for your marriage license.

Who can legally perform the ceremony us in Florida?
According to Florida State Statue, only an ordained minister or notary public
(including retired judicial officers and clerk of the court) can authorize a marriage.
